Modes of Writing  
(Addresses modes assessed and characteristics of effective writing) 
 
 
Informational 

 Shares knowledge and conveys 
messages, instructions or ideas by 
making connections between the 
familiar and the unfamiliar 

 

 
Rationale 

 Serves as a common writing strategy in 
academic, personal, and job-related 
areas 

 Spans a range of thinking skills from 
recall to analysis and evaluation 

 
 
Persuasive 

 Moves the reader to take action or to 
formulate an opinion 

 Defends a position, opinion, or issue 
 

 
Rationale 

 Requires writers to think critically and 
to take a position on an issue of 
importance in school, the workplace, or
