In late January 2011, students in 59 classrooms began working with Apangea Math continually
through April.

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SUMMARY

Kanawha County students are more prepared for grade-level content, and the program will be
more broadly implemented with underperforming middle school students. Overall, the countywide
First Response Rate is currently at 54%. Combining the First and Second Response Rates in the
Kanawha pilot program yields a total Positive Response Rate of 75%. Students reaching a 65-70%
Positive Response Rate have been found to increase their test-taking skills and to ultimately
improve their performance on standardized tests.
